Subject: Resignation Operation Guidelines for Graduate Students

In order to make the process of resignation for graduate students operated in the same way
and complying with Chiang Mai University Regulations on Graduate Education, along with the
agreement of Graduate School Academic Administrative Committee meeting no. 5/2560 on 24th

March 2017, the resignation operation guidelines for graduate students are set as follows:

1. The “Announcement of Graduate School, Chiang Mai University no. 13/2555, Subject:
Resignation Operation Guidelines for Graduate Students” is repealed and replaced by this

announcement.

2. Student who wishes to resign from the graduate study in a certain semester must submit
a general request form with the reasons to resign, and the agreement of general advisor (for higher
graduate diploma program), or general advisor/thesis or independent study advisor (for master’s
degree program), or dissertation major advisor (for doctoral degree program), passing through the
graduate program administrative committee chair and graduate education executive committee

chair of the academic sector to the graduate school.

3. Schedule for Resignation Request:
The last date of resignation without getting the study status letter “W” is specified in

the university’s yearly education calendar.

4. For the courses with the study status letter “I” or “P”

4.1 If the resignation request submission to the graduate school has been done before
the course measurement, evaluation and evaluation result submission, the study result “W” will
be assigned to the courses.

4.2 If the resignation request submission to the graduate school has been done after
the course measurement, evaluation and evaluation result submission, the evaluated results will
be assigned to the courses.

4.3 if the resignation request submission to the graduate school has been done after

the specified date of changing “I” or “P”, the study results “F” or “U” will be assigned instead.
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5. If the resignation request submission to the graduate school from the date of course

evaluation result submission on, the evaluated results will be assigned to the courses.

Students may lose his/her student status due to the study result, in accordance with Chiang

Mai University Regulations, before the resignation is effective.
6. This announcement is effective from the date of announcement onwards.
